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Annual Report of the Board of Managers
JANUARY, 1919

The year 1918 brought to the Seamen’s Church Institute of New
York more opportunities for service than any previous year in its history,
and demands have in fact been made upon it by the mariners of the world
coming to the Port of New York which have exceeded its capacity to
respond. Every nerve, however, has been stretched to meet, so far as
possible, the increased responsibilities, and it is a pleasure and satisfac-
tion to state that owing to the generosity of our friends and contributors,
combined with the enthusiastic devotion of the staff, in no previous year
has so much service been rendered. In practically every department the
best previous record of usefulness has been broken, and in reviewing the
results accomplished the only regret concerns the Society’s inability even
vet to do all that should be done for the men of the sea to whom the
world owes so much.

We landsmen should recognize with gratitude as never before the
seamen of the Allied fleets and merchant navies, and express to them
our unbounded thanks for the glorious work they have done to secure
the victory of civilization. Undismayed by invisible, constant, silent
danger they have ceaselessly performed their duty on every sea, trans-
porting our men and women and supplies, clearing the ocean of German
ships, blocking effectively the enemy fleet in its harbors and finally tri-
umphing over the treacherous submarine. Now the war is happily over
and the ocean is again safe from enemies, but most of the same men who
manned our ships of war and transports will be following the sea for
vears to come, forming with newer recruits a reserve against any similar
emergency.

Glad that we have been able to do so much, we must give and work
still more to keep the seaman’s calling honored and respected and to make
the conditions of his existence cleaner and more wholesome,

RELIGICQUS AND SOCIAL DEPARTMENT.

Praise and thanks are due to the members of the Religious and
Social staff for their magnificent and effective work. The attendance
has increased at the religious services, which are conducted not only in
English, but in Scandinavian, Russian, Lettish and Dutch. Missionary
or pastoral visits are made regularly three days a week to hundreds of
ships at docks or at anchor. Hospital visiting is conducted more sys-
tematically than ever before. There is a house clinic for sick seamen
in the building. In recognition of the value of the Institute’s religious
work in the hospitals the Public Health Service at Washington has ap-
pointed our Superintendent chaplain in charge of religious ministrations
in the U. S. Marine Hospital at Stapleton, Staten Island, the first such
appointment it is believed, ever made.

To manage and co-ordinate all the religious work of the Society.
a new position of “Director of Religious Work™ has been created and
has been filled by the Rev. John G. Robinson.

HOTEL AND RESTAURANT.

Lack of space and shortage of labor were two handicaps which pre-
ted the Hotel Department from rendering as great a service as we
iished and as was demanded. Hundreds of men are constantly turned
ay from the Hotel Desk, though always, we trust, turned away as
ends, the situation being well understood. Not to turn over to the
ards of an overcrowded city more than absolutely necessary of the
rowing numbers of sailors who look to the Institute for lodgings, we
¢ been forced to encroach upon the Game Rooms and the Auditorium.
e normal nightly capacity of 518, planned on the erection of the build-
ing, has been increased to 712, but even this is insufficient.

219,872 lodgings were registered during the year.

The Lunch Counter, too, has been inadequate and in spite of its
e and long hours of operation thousands have been denied the chance
offers to secure clean food at reasonable rates. During the year,
03,720 meals were served. The largest number in one day was 1,809.
Nationality sometimes raises interesting food problems ; the English blue-
ckets consume quantities of tea, while Hollanders are partial to
dines.

The capacity of the Soda Fountain has been doubled and its busi-
ness more than doubled.

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SEAMEN’S WAGES DEPARTMENT.

Never before have seamen so turned to the Institute to hold and
protect their earnings. In 1918 they deposited their wages with us for
safe keeping or transmission, to the extent of $727,356.47. Though the
depositors represented eighty-one different countries, it is noteworthy
that for the first time the largest amount of money was deposited by men
sailing under the American flag,

Our serviceable little tender was unable to perform the usual amount
of missionary work in the harbor, on account of the war conditions
prevailing. Nevertheless, she carried our Institute flag with its message
of service and good cheer to 347 vessels and transported 1,953 men and
1,149 pieces of dunnage. She also rendered valuable war time service
in connection with the Navigation School, making 71 trips for the in-
struction of students. It is hoped to place an additional similar boat in
commission in the spring.

One of its special interests has always been the work for the
apprentice lads of the British and American Merchant Marine, the
voung boys from fourteen to twenty who are taking their training in
the merchant service preparatory to becoming mates, engineers and cap-
tains. These boys have a club-room of their own in the Institute, which
was originally the gift of the Seamen’s Benefit Society, and recently
redecorated by friends of the /nstitute, who are especially interested in
their welfare.

During the yvear 1918, the Society has been active as follows:

Contributed money for Thursday evening entertainments for the
boys; for theatre parties and refreshments; for Sunday night teas at
the building; for picnics, tennis racquets, cricket bats and base balls
during the summer.

They have sent games, reading matter, knitted articles, comfort
bags, clothing and flowers for the Institute as well as for the apprentice
lads. At the Lenten Sewing Class, the Society made and sent for use
at the Institute, towels, sheets and pillow cases.

The Society is glad to have the co-operation of all women who
realize the tremendous importance of the work for merchant seamen,
and whose sympathies have been profoundly stirred by the great service
these men of the sea have performed so quietly and so courageously
Juring the long war.
