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Report of the Board of Managers. 

I In presenting their report this year the Board of Managers are encour­
I aged by much that has transpired looking to the advancement and opening 
f up of the Society's work. The men are coming to us. They are realizing 

that we are their friends, and accordingly are showing a grateful apprecia­
tion of the efforts being made in their behalf. The more this spirit spreads 
the more will the Society be able to accomplish. Naturally the sailor is 
seriously affected by legislation, and during the past year a big stride has 
been made toward bettering his condition. Two acts have been passed by 
Congress and have gone into effect, so that now he cannot be imprisoned 
for desertion in home ports, and for desertion in foreign ports the duration 
of imprisonment cannot exceed one month, and even this is left discretion­
ary with the courts. All forms of corporal punishment on shipboard have 
been prohibited under severe penalties. The law gives bim enlarged space, 
a warm and ventilated room, and a more sanitary schedule of provisions. 
" Blood money" for shipment of seamen is forbidd~n. Moreover, all masters 
and mates of steam vessels and of all sailing vessels of over 700 tons burden, 
are required to take out a license, after examination as to capacity, character 
and conduct, which license is revocable on satisfactory evidence of bad 
conduct and violation of law. It is apparent that these new provisions 
should, by restraining and eliminating brutal officers, greatly reduce the 
cruelty and terrorism heretofore practiced upon seamen . 

The co-operation of societies for aiding seamen in New York, which still 
continues, has been followed by a national conference held by similar 
societies in Boston during three days in October last. Delegates from the 
Atlantic seaports, from Nova Scotia to New Orleans, and from the lakes, 
attended. Our society was represented by two delegates, methods of work 
were compared, results reported, and el(.quent and effective addresses were 
made by Bishop Lawrence, President Eliot o'f Harvard and Rev. Dr. Gordon 
of the old South Church, and other eminent men, thus greatly stimulat­
ing the interest in behalf of seamen. 

The conference appointed an international committee to extend the work 
of seamen's ::tid to other ports and to promote the establishment of offices 
for legal aid to seamen like that promoted by our Board during the current 
year in New York. The result of this" legal aid " movement is so extra­
ordinary as to call for special mention. Uniting with other societies, our 
Board has contributed to the support of a competent attorney who gives his 
entire time to investigating the complaints of common seamen and in re­
dressing their wrongs by collecting claims for arrears of wages unlawfully 



withheld, and in prosecuting in courts of law their persecutors and the land 
sharks who prey upon them while waiting and seeking for employment. 
Over seven thousand dollars of arrears of wages have been collected by this 
legal aid office, and hundreds of robberies and personal assaults have been 
prosecuted and the offenders punished by the courts. The enactment of 
humane laws is important, but they can on ly be made effective by their en­
forcement. To promote such enforcement, we have obtained the appoint­
ment of a special police officer whose entire time is to be given to the 
protection of seamen at the time and place of payment, shipment and I 
discharge, where they are most exposed to outrage, robbery and abuse. And 
in order to shield seamen from acts of violence at sea, growing out of their 
ignorance and inefficiency, we have established schools for practical seamen­
ship and for nav igation , which have been enthusiastically recognized by the 
class of men whose interests we are organized to advance. 

The death of Mr. Vanderbilt depr ives our Society of one of its most 
devoted and zealous supporters. He well deserved these words of kindly 
appreciation contained in the resolution passed by our Board: "For twenty­
six years past Mr. Vanderbilt has been a faithful friend and earnest co­
worker in the care and in the management of this society for the benefit of 
seamen. He never lost an opportunity to give to it his personal attention 
with a modest, kindly Christian spirit, and in recording this slight tribute of 
respect and love to his memory, the Board of Managers of the Society de­
sire to mark his connection with their work as a bright example of a true . 
practical American gentleman, striving a lways to do his duty in the service 
of au r Lord." 

For several years past our income has fallen so fa r short of our neces­
sary expenses as to create a deficiency so large that it threatened very se­
ri ously to cripple our future usefulness. Fortunately this strained state of 
affairs has been somewhat relieved by a generous legacy under the will of 
Charles H. Contoit. Still the needs of our Society are pressing and our 
funds very inadequate, as will be seen by a glance at the Treasurer's state­
ment. 

It is hoped that the churches upon whom we mainly depend for support 
will realize this far,t and make their contributions more liberal. The growth 
of our foreign trade, extending now far beyond its former limits, will naturally 
demand an extension of our shipping interests If more sailors are to be 
ministered to and protected, we must have more money for the work. 

A careful examination of the reports of our Chaplains for the past year 
will show how very encouraging have been the results of our efforts, and we 
trust will so commend the interests of our Society to the friends of the sea­
men as to insure us the means wherewith to go on and do very much more.

. \ short distance from Chatham Square, are located the Floating Church 
of our Saviour, foot of Pike treet, the Mission and Reading Room, 34 Pike 
Street, and the Sailors' Home, 52 Market Street, which constitute the East 
River. tation of the Church's work to seamen. To state in a few words 
what has been accomplished here since the date of the list annual report, is 
difficult. Certainly the present status of affairs decidedly indicate healthy 
life and growth, and there is not wanting convincing evidence of the pro­
gress tlut has been made in all directions. 

With the generous and ever· ready support given by members of the 
Board of Managers, with the zealous co·operation of our Clubs, and with the 
faithful assistance of friends, we have been able to stride ahead rapiuly in 
our effort., to meet the religious, moral, legal and social needs of seamen, 
working through many agencies to secure tho e Improvements so desirable 
and imperative for the sailor, both on land and sea. 

The services, lectures and entertainments have been carned on as usual. 
The Mission House has been enlarged, making our rooms more comfortable 
and convenient. 

Very many men have been attended by our physician, and a large 
number sent to hospitals. "Comfort bags," clothing, vast quantities of 
reading matter, etc .. have Geen di tribllted. 

The exceptionally fine work of the Legal AiL! Society, the Seamen's 
Branch at 34 Pike Street, is noticed elsewhere. Again I appeal to you, my 
Christian charitable friends, to awaken to your duty to the men of the sea, 
to quicken your benevolence in behalf of Sailors' l\Iissions, and help us to 
change and improve the sailor " environment. 'We invite and want you to 
{Ollie alld see what we are doing. " ' e ask you to send to 3~ Pike Street, 
clothing for destitute sailors. comfort bags, reading matter in aI/languages. 
Help us to provide entertamment on Wednesday and Saturday evenings 

God grant that you may give your support thiS coming year, and lend a 
hand in some way to assist us in carrying furward this necessary and 
important work. Be assured if you do, we shall have a stronger influence 
over the men, and shall be able to hold out to them more and greater 
advantages, and have even a more prosperous year than the one just past. 

I am especially grateful to Sister E leanor of Trinity Hospital, to Dr. 
Wm. H. Hemingway, and am heartily thankful to all our friends for 
presentation!; and donations, and for everything they have done to make our 
efforts succes. ful.

Annual Report of the Chaplain 
North River Station. 

Our Mission is to seamen, and the real good which seamen have received 
during the past year cannot be measured or summarized on paper to meet 
a narrow commercial sense of accomplishment. 

It would be highly encouraging could we have a wide vision of all the 
uplifting manifestations of saving grace in the hearts of seamen, who are with 
us to day and away to-morrow, but that is denied us. We mu~t work 
through the faith faculty and wait. Nevertheless, in the appreciatic.n of our 
Mission, by these brave men, we have our best encouragement in the sure 
evidence that when they arrive in port they seek us as their friends, and our 
Mission as their home. 

More than two hundred men have been S'hipped through the Free Ship­
ping Burea u, established here for that purpose. 

First aids to the injured, visits to the sick in hospitals, and relief given 
to destitute seamen and their families to the number of tbree hundred. 

We have made and distributed five hundred Comfort Bags, conta ining 
medical supplies, sewing materials, delicacies. Bibles, ' prayer books, testa­
ments, personal letters and miscellaneous reading matter, among our own 
war shi ps. Also a regular correspondence has been kept up this past year 
with all the ports where our own Navy have visited: Cuba, Porto Rico, 
Hawaii and the Philippine [slands. We have replied to eighty letters of 
inquiry from anxious wives and mothers from Great Britain. 

Fifteen thousand men have attended the services and entertainments in 
Reading Rooms and Church . 

Tbis Protestant Episcopal Church is the oniy Church situated on the 
North River, and we have tried to sustain the Church's work of redemption 
amid the seething mass of our dock town iniquities. The regular work of 
the Sunday-school, Sewing-school , Brotherhood of St. Andrew's, relief to the 
poor, have been kept up. 

Special thanks are due to captains and officers for courtesy and kindness 
in allowing us access to their vessels, at all reasonable times, and for shipping 
destitute seamen at our request. The Chaplain is grateful to the friends of the 
Mission, who have sent us more than one hundred and fifty cases of reading 
matter, for special contributions for the poor, for seamen's entertainments 
and festivals. To Mrs. John Jewell Smith and the ladies of Zion and St. 
Timothy's Church for a complete set of altar linen, and to the officers of the 
society. " Let brotherly love continue."

of the Coenties Slip Station. 

There is a certain sameness about the work carried on by your Chaplain 
from year to year, which makes it difficult to throw any new light on the 
situation of the work of the out-door station. The work is very much this 
year what it has been in preceding years. With a nomad ic people such as 
we minister to there must necessar ily be ebb and flow in the tide of attend­
ance at all our gatherings, both social and religious. 

The work, however, is, and always has been, encouraging; and I find in 
my mini:.trations to these people constant cause for rejoicing. The only 
religious influences brought to bear upon them are such as are extended 
through the work of our Society. They are in a sense non.-parochial-mere 
sojourners, who must find their Church home wherever they happen to make 
their rendezvous for the time; and as that is always in a part of the harLor 
where Churches are inconvenient, and scant in number, it makes us realize 
how important it is to give our hearty support to the spiritual agencies 
wh ich are under our jurisdiction. 

These people ~eem to have a sincere appreciat ion of the privileges ex­
tended to them for many of them journey on Sunday and week evenings 
from all parts of the harbor to attend the various functions of our work 
here; and the distance some of them will travel at times to attend the wor­
ship of the Church would certainly put to shame many of our more fortu­
nately situated brethren. They enter into the worship on Sundays with 
reverence and zeal, and manifest a spirit of intense enjoyment at the social 
gatherings on week nights. These meetings are the only centre of social 
life they have where they can all assemble together. They also manifest a 
great interest in the charitable work which they do among their brethren, 
which is carried on through the Dorcas Society.

Report of the Committee on 

The Sailors' Home. 

To THE BOARD OF MANAGERS: 

The scarcity of seamen in this port during the last year and a half has 

been greater than for many years past. Vessels have been detained for 

weeks for want of crews; the government transports during the earlier part 

of this period, and the yachts, more recently, have employed a very large 

number of the able bodied seamen who generally fill our homes and board­

ing houses. 

Therefore, the usual number of seamen have not frequented the home; 

yet we are happy to state that our friends have not deserted us, as we have 

had more than our share of the seamen who have been in port. We have 

received and shipped during the year 325 men, for whom, as they do not 

pay any crimp money, we have saved about $1,700. 

Your committee have completed a number of improvements in the ap ­

pointments of the home by repairing the wood work, by adding new plumb­

ing, ventilating apparatus and lights, all of which will very much add to the 

comfort and convenience of the inmates.
