THE FORTy-FOURTH ANNUAL MEETING of the Society 
was held April 2, 1888, being Monday, in Easter week, 
in the Sunday School Room of Trinity Ohapel, E. M. 
Duncan, Esq., Vice-President, in the Ohair. The 
Annual Reports of the Board of Managers, of the 
Treasurer, and of the Missionaries of the Society were 
presented and accepted, and ordered to be published. 

After full consideration by the members and with 
the concurrence and fully expressed desires of the 
Ecclesiastical Authorities of New York and Long 
Island, it was decided to separate the work, and the 
Brooklyn Mission Station was accordingly committed 
to the Diocese of Long Island, and the work of this 
Society confined to the Diocese of New York. 

Afterwards the Officers and Managers for the ensuing 
year were chosen. 

The time for holding the Anniversary Services of the 
Society was referred to the new Board of Managers.

It is with gratitude to our Heavenly Father that 
the Board of Managers present this their Forty-fourth 
Annual Report. The patrons and frie~ds. of the 
Society will rejoice to know that never 111. Its long 
history has it done so much for the seafarmg class, 
and never has its labor of love been more potent for 
good. The work of the Society is prospering all 
"along the line"; especially is this true of the work 
in Brooklyn, which was inaugurated about two years 
ago as a very doubtful experiment. 'The work there 
has grown steadily from the beginning, until no,: at 
times the room is too small for the congregatIOn. 
This is largely owing to its very suitable locati?n, 
close by the Erie Basin; and also to the persevenng 
efforts of the colporteur, who labors in seaso~ and ?ut 
of season to bring men to the Mission. ~IS lo~ IS a 
hard one, and any person who sees him gOIng h1ther 
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and thither on his errand of love cannot but admire 
his Christian zeal. Mr. A. Journeay, a member of 
this Board, has also stood by this work with singular 
zeal and patience. Sunday after ~unday, from love 
to the Master and sympathy for the sailor, he has 
wended his way, through fair weather and foul, to 
stand by the missionary and to help the colporteur 
and to do everything in his powe{' for the prosperit; 
of the work. Mr. B. T. Van Nostrand, another 
member of the Board, and a grandson of the saintly 
Kummel, has also been a valuable co-worker at this 
station. For this Mission there is a hopeful future. 

The other and older stations of the Board have 
shared a like prosperity. 'l'he Church of Our Saviour 
under the charge of the Rev. Robert J. W alker i~ 
doing an admirable work, and is holding its own, I~Ot­
withstanding the increasing years of its beloved and 
revered Pastor. He is one of the oldest presbyters in 
the diocese, and perhaps has been a church missionary 
to seamen £01' a longer period than any man Ii ving. 
Last spring, through the liberality of the Board, he 
was granted three months' leave of absence. This 
enabled him to spend the summer abroad, and when 
he returned to his work in the early fall he was much 
restored in body and mind. The Board have recently 
voted him a lay assistant, who reads the gr'eater por­
tion of the service for him on each Lord's Day. 

r.rhe station at Uoenties Slip, under the charge of 
the Rev. Isaac Maguire, has had a remarkable degree 
o£ prospelity during the past twelve months. Never 
have snch large congregations assembled to hear the 
Word of God. 'l'he Holy Spirit seems to be working 
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with unusual power on the seamen and boatmen in 
this locality. rrhey seem to be hungering for the 
Bread of Life. The increased attendance at this 
station has decided the Board to enlarge the seating 
capacity of the room in which. tbe s~l'vices a:e held. 
The missionary holds open-all' serVICes durmg the 
summer month~, wben large numbers of boatmen 
listen to his earnest and thoughtful words. 

The station on the North River, known as the 
Church of the Holy Comforter for Sailors, under the 
charge of the Rev. T. A. Hyland, continues its good 
work with the usual intereEt. The work here i8 
principally 1.mong the crews of the English and 
French steamers. There are but few ships and canal 
boats in the vicinity. A new church building has 
just been erected fJr this Mission, and was consecrated 
by the Bishop of the Diocese on the 18th of March.oX· 

This church and the parsonage adjoi oing were 
erected by the munificent legacy to the society by the 
late William IT. Vanderbilt. rrhe tasteful structures 
reflect great credit on the architect, Mr. Charles C. 
lIaigbt, of tbis city. rrbis Church, with the Mi!:ision· 
ary's residence adjoining on the east, aDd tbe Reading 
Room and sexton's quarters adjoining on the west, 
form a very complete establishment of its kind, All 
that the Mission now needs to make its work perma­
nent is an endowment. This would lift a very serious 
burden from the shoulders of the Board of Managers, 
finel greatly aid them in extending their work in

The New SaIlor s Home contlllues Its good work a 
. h s 
In t e past. It is under the management of a Chris-
tion layman, who is deeply interested in the spiritual 
and temporal welfare of seamen, and who carries on 
the w~rk so that the Board is relieved from any 
finanClal responsibility. This" Home" has been fa­
vored with a fair share of prosperity, and has been a 
great comfort and a blessed hospice to thousands of 
seamen while detained in port seeking a ves'lel on 
which to engage. 

To each of these Mission stations there is attached 
a Reading Room, which is well supplied with papers 
and magazines. Writing material is also furnished 
without charge. More than 30,000 visits have been 
made to the Reading Rooms during the year. The 
good that this represents can better be imagi ned than 
described. Thousands by this instrumentality have 
been kept from temptation, strengthened and encour­
age~ by contact with Missionaries and Colporteurs, 
furnished with many of the comforts of a home, and 
enabled to write to loved ones far away. 

It is, however, our unpleasant duty to state that 
though these Missions and Reading Ro oms are doing 
such a vast amount of admirable and very important 
work among a most deserving class, yet the Society 
is not duly seconded in its efforts bv the contribu tions 
of tbe Chul ch at large. Its receipts fall far short of 
its expenses. This is mainly owing to the fact that 
the work of the Society bas been extending, while the 
contributors Lave gradually decreased by death and 
other causes, and no special efforts made to supply their 
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places. Believing that the inadequate income is not 
owing to any lack of sympathy for the work, or a due 
ppreciation of its importance, the Board elected one 

a fits number its financial secretary to bring to the 
~otice of the Ohurches, and to the public in general, 
the claims of the work. 

We recently lost from our ranks by death our 
highly valued friend and associate, A. F. Warburton. 
He was for many years a member of the Board of 
Managers and an ardent friend of seamen. His wise 
counsel, and gentle, loving manner always won for 
him the attention of the members at their monthly 
meetings. He ever manifested the deepest interest in 
the work of the different stations, and often W,lS a 
visitor at the out-door services. The Master called 
him home suddenly, and all were startled by the an­
nouncement of his death. We deeply mourn his loss, 
and bless God for his good example and fervent zeal 
in the cause of Missions among the seafaring class. 

The Board of Managers desire, before closing this 
report, to tender their best thanks to the different pu l:r 
lishing houses in this city that have donated Bibles, 
prayer books, etc., for the use of the several Stations 
of the Society.

MISSIONAHY IN CHARGE OF THE FLOATING CHURCH 
OF OUR :;;AVIOUR, 

FOR THE YEAR ENDING EASTER, 1888. 

The "Ohurch of Our Saviour," at the foot of Pike 
Street, continues in charge of the Rev. R. J. Walker 
who for nearly sixteen years has conducted the service~ 
in that building. Previously he bad officiated for foul'­
te~n years at the Ooenties Slip Station, makino' nearly 
thIrty years of faithful labor in tbe service of the board. 

T.he attendance of seamen at the Floating Ohurch 
dUrl~g the past year has been nearly the same as in the 
prevIOus one, but there has been an increase in the 
?,ttendance of sea-farin&, men at the temperance meet. 
m~s and week-day serVIces. With few exceptions the 
saIlors who lodge at the Homes and Boardino' Houses 
on the east side of the city are natives of c~ntinental 
Europe a~d und.erst~nd our language but imperfectly. 
An ~merlCan saIlor IS rarely met with, and only a few 
Enghsh vessels have their berths in the East River on 
the New York side. Oonsequently the" Ohurch of Our 
Savio.ur" labors under a serious disadvantage in this 
and I~ ?ther respect.s.. .There are now six places of 
worshIp III the same VICllllty where seamen are invited 
to attend on each Lord's Day, and the FJoatino' Church 
can only get its proportion of them. Dllring"'the past 
year many sea-faring men have been religiously im­
pressed by their attendance at the c; Ohurch of Our 
Saviour." V\Tith some these impressions have been 
evanescent, while with others they have been prr­
manent. These latter are now walkino' in the fear of 
God, and by their devout walk and co;versation benefit 
their shipmates. 

The reading-room in the basement of the Mission 
House, 34 Pike Street, has been favored with an UIl­

.usually large number of visitors during the past year. 
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N tives of nearly every m.aratime country have Ire­
t:cnted it. Reading, writing letters to friends, con­

~ersation, playing harml.ess games have oec~pied the 
time which might otherWIse have been spent ~n a very 

nprofitable manner. 1'he temperance meetmgs held 
un the evening of each Wednesday have been produc­
~ive of great good. The results fo~ the past year were 
most satisfactory. We have occasIOnally: seen. fi~ty or 
more seamen present on the same occaSIOn, gIvlllg or 
receivino. good by the interesting narratives of reformed 
iJl ebriat~s. Since the auspicious day when the Floating 
Ohurch Temperance Society was founded, no less than 
6,184 persons have taken the pledge, and 5,873 of these 
were seamen. 

The Sunday School has increased during the past 
year and is conducted with great ability by a member 
of the board, who with great kindness and self-denial 
comes from a distant part of the city to superintend it , 
and to instruct the teachers in their duties. The Sew­
inoo School has also accomplished much goocl. Seventy­
fo~r little girls have been taught the useful accomplish­
ment of making their own garments, which knowledge 
many of them could not have acquired at home. The 
Society'S Home, 338 Pearl Street, has been successfully 
conducted. The number of seamen who have sojourned 
there has been greater than in previous years. It is 
highly appreciated by the men of the sea, and is grow­
ing in favor with them. Everything is done by the 
truly devout superintendent to advance the spiritual 
and temporal interests of his boarders. 

On Sexagesima Sunda;);,: seventeen persons were con­
firmed in the Floating Ohuroh by the Bishop of the 
diocese.

OF TIlE 

MISSlO:NARY IN CHARGE OF THE CHURCH OF THE 
HOLY COMFORTER FOR SAILORS, 

FOR THE YEAR ENDING EASTER, 1888. 

The work of this station during the past year has 
been prosecuted with faithfulness and diligence. It has 
been the constant aim of your Missionary to do all in 
his power for the temporal and spiritual welfare of sea­
men. This has been in a large measure a work of faith 
-" casting bread upon the water," in the hope of 
"finding it after many days." 

The attendance at public worship has been much the 
same as in former years. 'rhis is better than could be 
expected, when it is remembered that four other re­
ligious bodies have entered this field within the year; 
three of them permanently. The other held services on 
the pier in front of the Chapel during the summer 
months. These have divided the church-going element, 
and hence have kept many from the Mission. The 
Thursday evening services have afforded seamen, who 
are seldom or ever in port on Sunday, an opportunity to 
attend Divine worship. Many have availed themselves 
of this privilege, and have thanked God for the thought­
ful kindness of those Christian friends who have pro­
vided such a place of worship for them. 

The temperance work has been urged as formerly 
with very gratifying results. A large proportion of 
those who signed the pledge were evidently very sin­
cere, and to my own knowledge many have kept their 
vows. A woman writing to me from Liverpool, Eng· . 
land, says: "I desire to thank you from the bottom of 
my heart for inducing my boy to sign the temperance . 
pledge. I have eleven children-aU boys. My husba~d 
died a year ago last August." Similar sentiments of ' 
gratitude are frequently received, They afford unmis-. 
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takable evidence that great good is accomplished 
through this instrumentality. 

The Reading Room is doing a truly remarka?~e work. 
Sixteen thousand four hundred and fifty-four VISItS were 
made to it during the year. It is often difficult to 
accommodate with seats all who come. 

It is an unmistakable evidence of the usefulness of this 
Reading Room that thousands of letters are here writ­
ten and received by sailors annually. 

On the 27th of last November I officiated at the fu­
neral of Charles Hemberg, who was for thirty-eight 
years the sexton of the Church of the Holy Comforter, 
and for the past four years had been retired .on h2;l£ 
pay, owing to the infirmities of ag.e. I was.as~Isted III 

this service by the Rev. Isaac MagUire, the MlssIOuary at 
the Coenties Slip Station .. Mr: Hemberg was one ?f 
the most faithful and consmentIOus of men, ever at hIS 
post of duty, doing all in his power for the ~elf~re ?f 
the Mission. He was a most devout man; chIldlIke III 

simplicity, strong in faith and l?ve. to the Master. 
During the last few years of h.IS lIfe h.e was ready 
and anxious to depart and be WIth ChrIst. He was 
highly respected by all connected with the Mission, 
and especially by the older members ?f the Board of 
Manao-ers several of whom attended hIS funeral. 

Th: Su~day School has continued its efforts ali in the 
past. We have about the same number of children as 
last year, and an efficient corps of te~chers. The su­
perintendent is a devout and energetIC layman, whose 
heart is in the work, and who loves to do good for the 
Master's sake. Every child in the Sunday School is 
baptized, and seve:al ~re ready ~o b~ confirme~ .. A 
sewing school for gIrls III connectIOn WIth the MISSIOn 
would be the means of much good. Many of the chil­
dren of the Sunday School, who cannot be taught sew­
ing at home, would be glad of instruction in this useful 
art. 

Bibles, prayer books, and other religious books have 
be6n given to seamen as in former years. These books, 
donated by a member of the Board, to whom I desire to 
return my best thanks, are the means of much good, 
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and are often treasured by seamen for years. I heard 
not long since of a sailor living in Liverpool who has 
several books that were given to him in the Mission 
twenty-five years ago, and his son, who is a sailor, told 
me he knew of the Mission long before he ever saw it 
for he heard his father speak about it, and saw th~ 
stamp of the Mission in his father's books. There is so 
much bad literature spread broadcast that its influence 
is to be counteracted by sending forth a better and 
healthier kind. 

.1 desire also to return hearty thanks to the many 
fnends who have remembered the sailor by sending pa­
pers and magazines to the Reading Room. A large 
quantity of such literature can be used profitably. 

I have frequently visited the New Sailors' Home in 
Pearl Street, and held religious services_ These labors 
are highly appreciated, and are often productive of 
happy results. The superintenden~ of the Home has a 
remarkable influence for good over the men, and his 
efforts are untiring for their welfare.

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ANNUAL REPORT 
OF THE 

MISSIONARY IN CHARGE OF COE~TIES SLIP STATION 

TO EA~TER, 1888. 

Your missionary, in laying before the Board of 
Managers his annual report, desires to place on record 
his deep sense of gratitude to God for the wany un­
mistakable tokens of success and encouragement with 
which he has been favored during the year; his sincere 
thanks to the many friends of the Society who in various 
ways helped him in his efforts to further the cause and 
kingdom of Christ among the large population of boat­
men and seamen found in our port·; and his heart.yap­
preciation of the sympathy, kindness, consideration and 
co·operation of the members of the Board of Managers 
whenever they visited the station and were appealed to 
on any matter pertaining to its well being and success­
ful management. 

In all departments of the work, the year marked 
decided evidences of progress and has abounded with 
results most satisfactory and joyous to the friends and 
patrons of the Society. Through the goodness of God 
the missionary has been enabled to conduct all the 
services without a single break during the period, with 
one exception, and he has found his highest happiness 
in the daily efforts to have men understand the solemn 
realities of the world to come, many of which he knows 
have been blessed of God to the salvation of souls. 
Never before have the numbers of boatmen and seamen 
regularly attending the services been so large, and 
lately the congregations have grown in dimensions 
beyond the capacity of our accommodations. The 
punctuality and regularity, the order, decorum and 
devoutness of our assemblies are worthy of highest 
praise, and are a subject of thanksgiving when con-
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trasted with past experiences. The ministrations of 
the missionary and the sacraments of the Church are 
sought after with great earnestness, not only by the 
boatmen and seamen who have special claims upon our 
services, but by many in the neighborhood who have 
learned to understand and value the offices of the 
Church. 

The out-door services of the station were conducted 
during the summer months with the same regularity 
and success as in former years. Notwithstanding the 
many excursions passing up and down the river, which 
are a cause of disquietude to our services and distract 
the attention of the audiences, the congregation on 
the pier k eep up their usual size and good conduct. 
As the crowds increase from year to year who make 
Sunday a holiday, and as the locality of the Battery 
becomes more and more a place of rendezvous for the 
going and coming from pleasure trips, services on the 
pier will be continued under many disadvantages and 
against tendencies opposed to the peacefulness and 
reverence becoming the worship of Almighty God. 

It has been found necessary to enlarge the capacity 
of the mission room by about twenty-five per cent. in 
order to accommodate the increasing numbers of those 
attending these services. 

The informal services held on Sunday, Tuesday and 
Thursday evenings have been marked by the same 
happy rE'sults which attended them in former years. 

Bibles, Testaments, prayer-books, and other books of 
a moral and religious character, were regularly distrib­
uted to the boatmen and seamen on Sunday afternoons 
at the close of the service. Many are the pleasing 
incidents that come to the knowledge of the missionary 
from the perusal of these books, and their effects upon 
the minds of the recipients are sufficient to compensate 
the Society for their cost. In the winter season, when 
boats are laid up in the docks and basins of the Harbor, 
the boatmen and their families have control of their 
time, and at that season the books become an unfailing 
source of instruction and comfort. 

The reading-room, with its supply of books, papers 
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and writing materials, is a great benefit and convenience 
to the sailors and boatmen who resort to this part of 
the city. Thousands of these men have been constant 
visitors during the past winter, and hundreds of letters 
have been written by them to their friends and relatives 
in various parts of the world.
